1) MR. ZAHRI BIN YUNOS - honoree under the Senior Information Security
Professional category.
Zahri has been the Chief Operating Officer of CyberSecurity Malaysia since 2007,
and a key person in ensuring the successful delivery of various achievements
attained by CyberSecurity Malaysia. One example is the establishment of the
Organisation of Islamic Conference- Emergency Response Team (OIC-CERT)
which boosted the image of Malaysia internationally in the field of cybersecurity.
Zahri is a certified Associate Business Continuity Professional (ACBP) by the
Disaster Recovery Institute International (DRII), USA. He is a holder of MSc in
electrical Engineering from Universiti Teknologi Malaysia (UTM), and BSc in

Computer Science from Fairleigh Dickinson University, New Jersey, USA.
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2) LT. COL. ASMUNI BIN YUSOF (RETIRED) - honoree in the Senior Information
Security Professional category.
