Themed "Shifting Cyber Landscape; Gearing Towards Innovation", the Information Security Professionals Networking Event brought together a diverse group of information security professionals, security analysts and engineers, IT staff, C-level executives, technical specialists, researchers and members from the higher education community to share knowledge,  conceptualise ideas, and seek solutions to present-day challenges faced by the global information security industry, particularly cyber crimes and malicious Internet activities.    


Developed with a special focus on addressing the information security needs of Business-Gov-Businesses (B2G2B) as well as the technological, operational, and training requirements of Malaysia's information security industry, the event comprised panel discussions and presentations by industry experts such as Ryan Connolly from Illinois-based Internet security research firm Team Cymru Research NFP, Corey Shou, from Idaho State University and Thailand's leading IT security consultancy ACIS Professional Center Company Limited president and founder Prinya Hom-Anek. 


“The InfoSecurity Professionals Networking event is unique in that it adopts an active approach in providing a conducive environment for strategic partners, infosecurity professionals and the government to network, communicate, and conduct presentations. Not only that, participants are encouraged learn from each other by sharing pointers on policies and industry standards,” said CyberSecurity Malaysia Chief Executive Officer, Lt. Col. Husin bin Jazri (Retired). 


Col. Husin added that aside from serving as an avenue for information security practitioners to interact and exchange ideas, the event was envisioned as a gateway for CyberSecurity Malaysia to form strategic partnerships with domestic and international trade groups and associations for the advancement of Malaysia's information security industry.


Moving forward, the networking event will run on a monthly basis and will be conducted in conjunction with the rollout of the Malaysia Information Technology Associations (MITSA) alongside awareness building campaigns on CPE programmes for information security professionals, education and competency programs for industry professionals, and engagements with experts and specialists.   


The Information Security Professionals Networking Event was organized as part of World Computer Security Day (WCSD), an annual event observed worldwide initiated in 1988 by the non-profit Association for Computer Security Day to help raise awareness of computer related security issues. This year marks the first time WCSD is being observed in a big way in Malaysia. 

With the theme “Computer Security is Everyone’s Responsibility”, WCSD 2009 in Malaysia involved several events and initiatives hosted by CyberSecurity Malaysia, supported by the Ministry of Science, Technology and Innovation (MOSTI) throughout November and December to communicate how individual users are responsible in protecting information assets and resources, and to inculcate the practice of safe computing. Activities lined up in December include the INFOSECURITY.my seminar, the Forum of Incident Response and Security Team – Technical Colloquium or in short FIRST-TC seminar, the launch of the new CyberSecurity Malaysia Malware Center, and the commencement of the first ASEAN Youth Cyber Volunteers course.
